• human trafficking is the third largest 
source of income for organized crime 

• each day in India nearly 200 girls and

In January of 2004 I came across a story on the 
internet about women in India that got my at-
tention and broke my heart. The story told how 
everyday in India about two hundred girls and 
women are forced into the commercial sex trade. 
I had previously visited India several times work-
ing with missionary friends in an orphanage and 
Bible college but had never heard this story. I be-
gan to search for more information and learned 
that every year over four million women and 
children around the world are trafficked into 
prostitution and slave labor.  I had no idea and 
the more I searched the more atrocity I found. I 
could not get out of my mind this newfound 
knowledge and questioned God, “why isn’t 
someone doing something about this?” As usual,

In the Bible you will find a story of a woman  
named Rahab. There is a 
rope in the story that repre-
sents Rahab’s rescue, physi-
cally and spiritually. Simi-
larly, in India there is a Ra-
hab today. About 200 girls 
and women are forced into 
the sex trade every day. 
They are used for a few 
years, then thrown into the 

streets to survive. With love and compassion 
women are rescued from the street, provided 

food, shelter, protection and 
trained for a better way of life. Just 
as Rahab’s rope represented her 
rescue, so do the products of Ra-
hab’s Rope. By purchasing the 
products of Rahab’s Rope you are 
enabling more girls and women an 
opportunity for hope where they 
thought none possible.
